RULES & GUIDELINES
The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR IS PARTICIPATING IN THE AFOREMENTIONED Street Fair and agrees to abide by the following rules and regulations:

1. The number of booths is limited and therefore only PAID applications will be honored on a first-come, first-served basis. 

2. The number of booths is limited and therefore only PAID applications will be honored on a first-come, first-served basis. 

3. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR for food items must have the proper permits, licenses or specific authorizations from the New York City Department of Health.  For non-food items, the VENDOR/EXHIBITOR must have the appropriate permits or licenses from the Department of Consumer Affairs.  A copy of the license and/or permits must be mailed with the completed application.  Additionally, a copy of said permit/license must be made available if and when requested by a Street Fair inspector and/or government agent.

4. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall provide his own seats/chairs and tables for use by its customers and tables on which shall be displayed food or merchandise for sale.  THE ORGANIZER/SPONSOR shall not be obligated to supply the above items (tables and chairs).
5. The display of food or other merchandise on the street pavement, sidewalk, or any prohibited place outside the rented space shall not be permitted.

6. All cooking grease, charcoal ashes and other such materials shall not be permitted to drip on the street, or be emptied onto the street or curbside basin.  The placing of protective covering or trap under cooking grills or woks is strongly recommended.

7. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall provide its own trash receptacles for recyclable materials in compliance with the regulations of the NYC Dept. of Sanitation.

8. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall be responsible for the clean-up of the rented space and the general surrounding area.

9. The deadline for the submission of applications is MAY 1, 2004.
10. Upon payment of the appropriate fees, the VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall be issued a Street Fair Identification Tag.  This tag must be prominently displayed at all times during the day of the street fair and shall be readily available for inspection by the ORGANIZER’S inspector, if so needed.  Failure to show this tag shall give cause for eviction.
11. All payments shall be by certified check or money order in U.S. funds payable to the Philippine Independence Celebration Committee and mailed to insure receipt prior to May 1, 2004.

12. Paid applications received prior to May 1, 2004 shall be assigned spaces on a first-come, first-served basis.  After May 1, 2004 the policy shall be “as space allows”.

13. Cancellations prior to May 1, 2004 shall be charged 50% administrative/cancellation fee.  After May 1, 2004, absolutely no refunds will be given.
14. THE SALE OR CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OF ANY KIND SHALL NOT BE ALLOWED AT ANY TIME DURING THE STREET FAIR AND THE SAME SHALL BE SUBJECT TO CONFISCATION UPON REQUEST BY THE PROPER AUTHORITY.
15. Set-up time is 9:00 am.  To avoid traffic congestion in the street fair area, please park all utility vehicles or vans along 23rd, 24th, 25th, 26th, 27th, or 28th Streets.  Vehicles will not have access to any portion of Madison Ave. between 23rd and 28th Streets.

16. Assigned spaces may be changed without notice due to circumstances beyond the control of the ORGANIZER/SPONSOR examples of which may be road repair, building façade repairs, security concerns, or other requirements of the appropriate City or Parks Department or any other agency of the government.  In such cases, the ORGANIZER/SPONSOR cannot be held responsible.

The Application Process
1. Read the attached Temporary Food Service Establishment Permit Fact Sheet to determine the proper permit to apply for and the required fee.  This will be dependent upon the type of food sold and the duration of the event.

2. Determine the documentation required to submit an application (see attached requirements checklist).  This will depend upon to whom the permit will be issued.

3. Complete the Application for Permit form, and the Temporary Food Service Establishment Application Attachment form, in accordance with the instructions provided within this guide.  If you intend to manufacture or sell frozen desserts, a separate Application for Permit form must be completed.

4. Bring the completed forms, and the required documentation to the Licensing Center between 8:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. at least 5 business days prior to the event.  Applications must be submitted in person; none will be accepted by mail.

5. If you require a Food Protection Certificate and have not obtained one, you must register for the Food Protection Course ($105.00) prior to submission of your application(s).  Payment for the Food Protection Course must be made by certified check or money order, payable to the New York City Department of Health, separate from the payment for the permit application(s).  Payment is required for the course even if you are applying for a “Fee-exempt Temporary Food Establishment Permit”.

6. Once your application for the Temporary Food Service Establishment permit is reviewed and approved, you must pay for the permit.  Your payment, by check or money order only, must be made payable to the New York City Department of Health.  Cash will not be accepted.

7. There is no fee for a Fee-exempt Temporary Food Establishment Permit.

8. The Citywide Licensing Center will give you a receipt for each application submitted and accepted.  You may operate with the receipt(s) since it (they) will list all relevant information on it.  It will be accepted as proof of authorization by the Department of Health inspectors and by the police.

SPECIAL NOTE:  If you wish to submit multiple applications for yourself, or on behalf of those you represent, you will have to see a supervisor for a “bulk drop-off” arrangement.  Depending upon the number of applications you wish to submit, you may have to allow several days to a week for processing.

Non-Processing Food Unit – Food unit on or in which only pre-packaged foods or foods which do not require cooking or any other treatment which exposes the food to contamination is provided (e.g. whole fruits, pre-packaged ice cream, pre-packaged snack foods, boiled hot dogs, warmed pretzels or nuts). Processing Food Unit – Food unit on or in which foods are prepared, sliced, mixed, broiled, fried, grilled, baked or otherwise processed or in which potentially hazardous foods are handled, prepared, or served.  Potentially hazardous foods are those foods which consist in whole or in part of milk or milk products, eggs, meat, poultry, fish, shellfish, edible crustacean, cooked potato, cooked rice or other ingredients, including synthetic ingredients, in a form capable of supporting (1) rapid and progressive growth of infectious, or toxigenic microorganisms, or (2) the slower growth of C. botulinum.  The addition of meat or cheese toppings to boiled hot dogs, the use of juicers, and the warming of knishes or meat patties are considered “processing” under this definition.

Attached is requirement information for a DOH Temporary Food Service Establishment or a Certificate of Registration. The Temporary Food Service Establishment Permit is for any food service establishment which may operate at a fixed location for a temporary period of time, not to exceed 14 days, in connection with a single event or celebrations such as s street fair/special event which, by definition, may be either a multi-day and/or a multi-block event.  The permit issued may not be transferred to another fair/event.  “Special events” refer to those events held on Department of Parks and Recreation property, or other events such s a carnival, circus, public exhibition, advertising campaign or business promotion, religious or fraternal organization, function, or gathering.  One day/one block street fairs/special events require a Certificate of Registration (which fee exempt) instead of the permit.
THE FOLLOWING DOCUMENTATION IS REQUIRED FOR OBTAINING A NEW TEMPORARY FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT (STREET FAIR) PERMIT

The name of the applicant must be the same on all supporting documentation submitted.  If the applicant is not applying in person, the person applying on their behalf must present a Power of Attorney on either a standard legal form or an affidavit provided by the Licensing Center.  The person applying on their behalf must present one acceptable form of his/her photo identification as detailed below (in lieu of the applicant’s photo identification).

IF THE PERMIT APPLIED FOR WILL BE ISSUED TO AN INDIVIDUAL DOES NOT HAVE A CURRENT FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT PERMIT, THE FOLLOWING IS REQUIRED:

1. Application for a Permit – Must be completed and signed where indicated.

2. Fee (money orders or check only, no cash accepted)

3. Business Certificate of Ownership (if operating under an assumed name)

4. Proof of Social Security Number (one of the following is required)

a) Social Security Card (original only, no altered, laminated versions or stubs accepted)

b) Medical Insurance Card or Bank Statement with SS# on it

c) Out-of-state driver’s license with the SS# on it

5. Proof of Home Address (one of the following is required)

a) Utility bill dated within 90 days of application

b) Apartment lease valid at time of application

c) Bank statement or credit card statement dated within 90 days of application

d) Affidavit form (provided by the Licensing Center) with current utility bill or lease of the person the applicant is living with

6. Photo Identification (one of the following is required)

a) New York State Driver’s license (or any state’s driver’s license with a photo on it)

b) Department of Motor Vehicles Non-Driver ID card

c) Alien Registration Card or Naturalization Certificated with Photo ID

d) U.S. or Foreign Passport with Photo ID

e) U.S. Government Agency Issued Photo ID

f) Current or expired DOH mobile food vendor’s license (photo ID badge)

7. “Rules and Guidelines for Operating a Temporary Food Service Establishment” Form

9. Food Protection Certificate (If this is not applicant’s first event and applicant is applying for a processing permit only).  This is not required at the time of application, but a Health Inspector may request to see the certificate at the fair/event.

IF THE PERMIT APPLIED FOR WILL BE ISSUED TO A CORPORATION WHICH DOES NOT HAVE A CURRENT FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT PERMIT, THE FOLLOWING IS REQUIRED:

1.  Application for a Permit – Must be completed and signed where indicated.

2.  Fee (money orders or check only, no cash accepted)

3.  New York State Certificate of Authority (either DTF-725 or the DTF 17-C are

     accepted) or Official Proof of Federal EIN

4.  Photo Identification (one of the following is required):

a) New York State Driver’s license (or any state’s driver’s license with a photo on it)

b) Department of Motor Vehicles Non-Driver ID card

c) Alien Registration Card or Naturalization Certificated with Photo ID

IF THE PERMIT APPLIED FOR WILL BE ISSUED TO A PARTNERSHIP WHICH DOES NOT HAVE A CURRENT FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT PERMIT, THE FOLLOWING IS REQUIRED:

Please determine whether this is a partnership of two individuals, two corporations, or a combination or a combination of both.  Based on this determination, follow the requirements above for either individual or corporate applicants.  In addition, the following requirements must also be met:
1.  New York State Certificate of Authority (either DTF-725 or the DTF 17-C are

     accepted) or Official Proof of Federal EIN

2. Business Certificate of Partnership (Note: For limited partnerships, named members must be on attorney’s letterhead)

IF THE PERMIT APPLIED FOR WILL BE ISSUED TO AN INDIVIDUAL, CORPORATION, OR PARTNERSHIP WITH A CURRENT FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT PERMIT, THE FOLLOWING IS REQUIRED:

1. Application for a Permit – Must be completed and signed where indicated.

2. Fee (money orders or check only, no cash accepted)

3. Copy of Current Food Service Establishment Permit (or at least knowledge of the permit #)

4. Photo Identification (one of the following is required)

c) New York State Driver’s License (or any state’s driver’s license with a photo on it)

d) Department of Motor Vehicles Non-Driver ID card

e) Alien Registration Card or Naturalization Certificate with Photo ID

f) U.S. or Foreign Passport with Photo ID

g) U.S. Government Agency issued Photo ID

h) Current or expired DOH mobile food vending license (photo ID badge)

NOTE: The photo ID must that of the owner/officer presenting the application or the person representing the owner/officer with a valid power-of-attorney stating he/she may represent the owner/officer.

7. Food Protection Certificate (If this is not applicant’s first event and applicant is applying for a processing permit only).  This is not required at the time of    application, but a Health Inspector may request to see the certificate at the fair/event.

NOTES:
1. The name of the food service establishment must be the same on all documents submitted, preferably the ownership name, not the doing-business-as (DBA) name.

2. Issuance of the Temporary Food Service Establishment permit is not contingent upon passing a pre-inspection by the Department of Health’s Bureau of Inspections.

Instruction for Completing the “Application for Permit”

New York City Health Code Section 3.19 states:

No person shall make a false, untrue or misleading statement or forge the signature of another on a certificate, application, registration, report, or other document required to be prepared pursuant to this Code.  No person shall make a false, untrue or misleading oral statement to the Department as to any matter investigated by the Department.

All information provided as part of the application package must be either typed or printed clearly in ink.  Information not provided in this format will not be accepted.

· Enter the individual owner’s name, or all partners’ names, or corporation name in the box labeled ‘Name of Corporation or Individual’.

· Enter the name of the business (if applicable) in the space labeled ‘TRADE NAME/D.B.A’.

· In the ‘STREET ADDRESS’ space, enter where the event will be taking place.  For a street event, list the main street and cross streets; for a park event, list the name of the park.  Please include in the space labeled ‘Premises Location’ the street or park activity event code and booth # (if applicable.

SECTION E – Enter your home/business address in this section.

SECTION F – Enter your Federal Employee Identification Number (EIN) or New 

     York State Tax ID number.  For individual ownership only, enter the owner’s social 

     security number.

     SECTION G – Enter both the date when the event will begin and the date when the 

     event will end.  Enter the rain date(s) for the event, if applicable.

SECTION H – (On reverse side of Application for Permit)

· Enter the name, home address, zip code, social security number, and title (e.g., sole owner, partner, president, vice president, secretary, treasurer) of the owner, or of all partners in the business, or of all principal officers in the corporation.

· Enter the title and telephone number of the person who signed the Application for Permit (e.g., sole owner, partner, president, vice president, secretary, treasurer).

· Enter whether the applicant is 21 years of age or over.

Signature:  The person who signs the Application for Permit must be named in Section H or have Power of Attorney to sign on behalf of the applicant.

Special requirements and instructions for applicants for a Temporary Food Service Establishment Permit

Do all Temporary Food Establishments need a Permit?

Yes.  This includes those operated by food service establishments that already have other current valid Department of Health permits for their permanent facilities.  However, pushcarts or trucks with valid Department of Health mobile vending decals (permits) do not need Temporary Food Establishment Permits.  When operating under the mobile vending permit, the vendor must also possess a valid license to vend issued by the Department of Health.

What is the difference between a Permit and Fee-exempt Permit?

A Permit is required for a Temporary Food Establishment participating in an event lasting more than one day or more than one block in length.  For those events lasting less than one day and limited to one city block, a Temporary Food Establishment may obtain a Fee-exempt Temporary Food Establishment Permit.
When is a Food Protection Certificate required?

It is required when a vendor at a Temporary Food Service Establishment which is processing food participates in more than one fair or event within the same calendar year.  This certified supervisor must be present at all times that the facility is in operation.

What is the responsibility of the event sponsor?

The sponsor must be registered with one of the following:

However, if the event is being held on private property, a signed contract or letter of agreement with the property owner authorizing the sponsor to use the property must accompany the application.

The sponsor, organization or person-in-charge may only allow vendors possessing valid Temporary Food Service Establishment Permits issued by the Department to operate.

From time to time, sponsors of neighborhood events prepare and vend all of the food for the event.  In these instances, the sponsor is also the food vendor and must obtain a Permit.

What is the responsibility of the individual food vendors?

Vendors must be registered with a sponsor.  Individual vendors must present a contract with the sponsor, organization or person in charge of the event, and other supporting documentation (see Application Checklist), along with their Application for Permit.  The contract must list the name of the registered vendor and the sponsor or Production Company and must contain the following information:

· Event Name

· Event Address

· Start Date & End Date

· Rain Date(s) (if applicable)

· Hours of Operation

· Vendor Booth/Lot # (if applicable)

· Street Activity Permit # (if applicable)

· Parks Department Contract # (if applicable)

Even in those instances where the vendor and sponsor are the same, the above information must accompany and be attached to the application.

RULES AND GUIDELINES FOR OPERATING A TEMPORARY FOOD SERVICE ESTABLISHMENT
Foods must be obtained from approved sources that comply with all laws relating to food and food labeling.  The use of food prepared in any place that is not operated under the jurisdiction of an appropriate regulatory agency and that does not have a current permit or license to operate, if required, from that agency, is prohibited.  The use of home-canned or home-prepared foods is prohibited.

The sale of shellfish (oysters, clams or mussels) from a pushcart or other vehicle in any street or public place is prohibited.

The preparation and service of potentially hazardous foods, including pastries filled with cream or synthetic cream, custards and similar products, and salads or sandwiches containing meat, poultry, eggs, shellfish, or fish, is prohibited unless approved by the Department of Health.  Only foods which require limited preparation, such as hamburgers and frankfurters, may be served.

Vendors who intend to sell alcoholic beverages must also obtain a license for the New York State Liquor Authority.

Vendors must maintain their establishments, and prepare and store foods in accordance with the New York City Health Code and the New York State Sanitary Code.

Vendors must meet all other requirements, conform to all other applicable laws, obtain their Permit or Certificate of Registration prior to the event, and obtain a Food Protection Certificate, when required.

The Permit, Certificates of Registration, and the Food Protection Certificate must be conspicuously posted at the Temporary Food Service Establishment whenever it is in operation.

Food protection:

· Wash your hands before starting work and each time after contamination including coughing, sneezing or handling unclean items.  Prepackaged moist towelettes (containing alcohol as a base ingredient) may be used to clean hands in non-processing establishments.

· Wash your hands with soap and water after using the toilet.

· Never allow hands to come in contact with food that will not be cooked.  Use 

            clean sanitized utensils, deli paper, disposable gloves, etc.

· Keep all foods covered or otherwise protected from outside contamination.  Keep 

      all food service equipment, utensils, and paper goods similarly protected from 

      outside contamination.

· Use only single service dishes and utensils for service to patrons.  Handle single service eating utensils in a manner that prevents contamination of surfaces that come into contact with foods.

· Store all food, food service equipment, utensils, and paper goods off the ground at all times.

· Do not prepare foods if you are ill or have cuts or infections on your hands.

· Do not smoke, eat or drink while working.  Wear clean outer garments and effective hair restraints.

· Prepare foods as close to transport or service time as possible.

· Cook:

               - poultry to at least 165 deg. F for 15 seconds

        - pork or any food containing pork to at least 155 deg. F for 

          15 seconds

        - ground beef to 155 deg. F for 15 seconds

        - other foods (except eggs) to at least 140 deg. F

        - shell eggs or foods containing shell eggs to at least 145 deg. F

        - rare roast beef and/or rate beef steaks as per chart below:

· Reheat potentially hazardous hot foods to at least 165 deg. F (73.9 deg. C).

· “Stir with sanitized utensils.

· Maintain all potentially hazardous hot foods at 140 deg. F (60 deg. C) or above.

· Maintain all potentially hazardous cold foods at 45 deg. F (72.2 deg C) or below.

· Sanitize all food contact surfaces and equipment.  Chemical sanitization solution may  be prepared by mixing one tablespoon of bleach with ach gallon of cool potable water.  Do not add soap or detergent to the water, because they reduce the effectiveness of the solution.   Rinse wiping cloths frequently in the sanitizing solution.

Structure and Equipment:

· Ensure that the walls, base, floor, and food contact surfaces are of sanitary construction, and made of non-corrosive, non-rusting metals.  Surfaces must be waterproof, smooth, readily cleanable and resistant to dents and scratches.

· Provide proper waste receptacles.  All waste receptacles must be vermin-proof and provided with tight-fitting lids.

· Enclose or guard cooking and serving surfaces to provide protection against airborne contamination.

· Prevent accidental injury by contact with cooking devices. Shield cooking devices against possible contact with patrons.

· Obtain appropriate permits for the use of propane gas.  Properly secure propane tanks.  Tanks must be in an upright (vertical) position and provided with a base plate anchor as security against accidental toppling.  The connection from fuel tank to burner must be of either a rigid metal tube or an approved, flexible metal tube; connections at fuel tanks and burners must be free of leaks.
Water requirements:
· There are no sink or hot and cold water requirements for non-processing establishments; however, make available acceptable means of keeping hands clean (e.g., moist towelettes).

· Provide an adequate supply of potable (drinkable) water for food preparation, cleaning and sanitizing equipment, and hand washing in processing establishments.

· Place waste water in a leak-proof container labeled “waste water” with a tight-fitting lid.  Dispose of waste water into a public system or a sewage disposal system constructed maintained and operated according to the law.
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
