RULES & GUIDELINES
The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR IS PARTICIPATING IN THE AFOREMENTIONED Street Fair and agrees to abide by the following rules and regulations:

1. The number of booths is limited and therefore only PAID applications will be honored on a first-come, first-served basis. 

2. The number of booths is limited and therefore only PAID applications will be honored on a first-come, first-served basis. 

3. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR for food items must have the proper permits, licenses or specific authorizations from the New York City Department of Health.  For non-food items, the VENDOR/EXHIBITOR must have the appropriate permits or licenses from the Department of Consumer Affairs.  A copy of the license and/or permits must be mailed with the completed application.  Additionally, a copy of said permit/license must be made available if and when requested by a Street Fair inspector and/or government agent.
4. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall provide his own seats/chairs and tables for use by its customers and tables on which shall be displayed food or merchandise for sale.  THE ORGANIZER/SPONSOR shall not be obligated to supply the above items (tables and chairs).
5. The display of food or other merchandise on the street pavement, sidewalk, or any prohibited place outside the rented space shall not be permitted.

6. All cooking grease, charcoal ashes and other such materials shall not be permitted to drip on the street, or be emptied onto the street or curbside basin.  The placing of protective covering or trap under cooking grills or woks is strongly recommended.

7. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall provide its own trash receptacles for recyclable materials in compliance with the regulations of the NYC Dept. of Sanitation.

8. The VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall be responsible for the clean-up of the rented space and the general surrounding area.

9. The deadline for the submission of applications is MAY 1, 2004.
10. Upon payment of the appropriate fees, the VENDOR/EXHIBITOR shall be issued a Street Fair Identification Tag.  This tag must be prominently displayed at all times during the day of the street fair and shall be readily available for inspection by the ORGANIZER’S inspector, if so needed.  Failure to show this tag could cause eviction of the vendor.
11. All payments shall be by certified check or money order in U.S. funds payable to the Philippine Independence Celebration Committee and mailed to insure receipt prior to May 1, 2004.
12. Paid applications received prior to May 1, 2004 shall be assigned spaces on a first-come, first-served basis.  After May 1, 2004 the policy shall be “as space allows”.

13. Cancellations prior to May 1, 2004 shall be charged 50% administrative/cancellation fee.  After May 1, 2004, absolutely no refunds will be given.
14. THE SALE OR CONSUMPTION OF ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES OF ANY KIND SHALL NOT BE ALLOWED AT ANY TIME DURING THE STREET FAIR AND THE SAME SHALL BE SUBJECT TO CONFISCATION UPON REQUEST BY THE PROPER AUTHORITY.
15. Set-up time is 9:00 am.  To avoid traffic congestion in the street fair area, please park all utility vehicles or vans along 23rd, 24th, 25th, 26th, 27th, or 28th Streets.  Vehicles will not have access to any portion of Madison Ave. between 23rd and 28th Streets.

16. Assigned spaces may be changed without notice due to circumstances beyond the control of the ORGANIZER/SPONSOR examples of which may be road repair, building façade repairs, security concerns, or other requirements of the appropriate City or Parks Department or any other agency of the government.  In such cases, the ORGANIZER/SPONSOR cannot be held responsible.

You need a Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit in order to sell Merchandise or offer a service from a booth or stand at an authorized Street Fair.

A Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit may only be used at Street Fairs authorized by the Mayor’s Community Assistance Unit and only at Street Fairs at which you have registered with the Fair’s sponsoring organization to vend.  A Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit cannot be used as a General Vendor License.  Use of a Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit other than at authorized Street Fairs at which you have registered to vend will subject you to arrest, fine and confiscation of your goods.

All authorized Street Fairs are registered with the Mayor’s Community Assistance Unit.  A Current list of Street Fairs is available at the New York City Licensing Center between 9:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday and 9:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday.  This list is updated monthly by the Mayor’s Community Assistance Unit and has information on the location, date, sponsoring organization, sponsor contact and sponsor telephone number for authorized Street Fairs.

To sell merchandise or offer a service at a Street Fair, it is your responsibility to make arrangements directly with the Street Fair’s sponsoring organization.

If you already know how to reach the sponsors of the Street Fair(s) at which you plan to vend, you do not need to contact the Mayor’s Community Assistance Unit.

After you have made arrangements with the sponsoring organizations of all of the Street Fairs at which you will participate within a 30-day period, your next step is to apply for the Department of Consumer Affairs Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit.
You may apply for a Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit either in person or by mail.  To request an application, call the Citizen Service Center at 3-1-1.  To apply in person, bring all of the requirements listed on the back of this page to the New York City Licensing Center between 9:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday, Friday, and between 9:00 a.m. and 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday.  To apply by mail, send in all of the required materials to:

When applying by mail, you must send in all required documents at least three (3) weeks before the effective date that you list on your application along with 2 color passport photographs (if your photo has not already been taken at the Licensing Center).

You may apply for more than one Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit at a time.

THIRTY (30) DAY STREET FAIR VENDING PERMIT REQUIRMENTS

Basic Individual License Application (attached)

Photo ID.  Acceptable identification includes:

· driver’s license or a non-driver’s  ID issued by a state Department of Motor Vehicles

· passport of alien card/green card

· license or permit issued by a government agency

· food stamp or AFDC/welfare card

· if applicant is a city, state, or federal employee, an employee identification card or

· certified copy of your birth certificate

Note:  If this application will be filed by someone other than the person to be licensed, that person must submit an original notarized Affidavit Granting Authority to Act (attached) together with one of the above acceptable forms of ID.
Submit two (2) color passport size photographs or you may come in person with photo identification the New York City Licensing Center at 42 Broadway, 5th Floor to be photographed.  Photographs are taken at no cost to you.

Photocopy of your New York State Department of Taxation and Finance Certificate of Authority, (also called a New York State Sales Tax Card).  Enter the number on your Certificate of Authority on the attached Thirty (30) Day Street Fair Vending Permit Application form.  Applications for a Certificate of Authority are available at the New York City Licensing Center at 42 Broadway, 5th Floor; the NYS Department of Taxation and Finance office at 86 Chamber Street, 2nd Floor in Manhattan or by calling the NYS Department of Taxation and Finance at 1-212-417-2082.  Check off the “show” category on your application for Registration as a Sales Tax Vendor.  In addition to the Tax Form, you ask for publication 750.  Allow three weeks after applying to the NYS Department of Taxation and Finance to receive your Certificate of Authority.  If you go in person to the NYS Department of Taxation and Finance office in Manhattan with proper ID, you may be able to get your Certificate within a week.

If your own name is on your Certificate of Authority, nothing further is needed.

If a trade or doing-business-as name appears on your Certificate of Authority, you must submit additional documentation as follows:

a) For Sole Proprietorships, submit a notarized copy of your Business Certificate.  The County Clerk of the borough in which your business is located must certify this certificate.  The address appearing on your Business Certificate must be identical to the address for which you are seeking a license.  If you are a sole proprietor doing business under your own name, and not a trade or doing-business-as name, you do not need a Business Certificate.

b) For Partnerships, submit a notarized copy of your Partnership Certificate.  The County Clerk of the borough in which your business is located must certify this certificate.  The address appearing on your Partnership Certificate must be identical to the address for which you are seeking a license.

c) If your business is a CORPORATION, submit a Certificate of Incorporation or a filing receipt.  If applicable, you must also submit your corporation’s Assumed Name Certificate.  These must be stamped by the New York State Secretary of State.  For more information, contact the NYS Secretary of State’s Division of Corporation at 518-473-2492.  If your business is an out-of-state corporation, you must obtain a Certificate of Doing Business in Good Standing from your home state’s Secretary of State and file this with an application for Authority to Conduct Business in New York with the New York State Secretary of State.  A filing receipt from the NYS Secretary of State will be accepted as proof.
d) If you are an employee working for your employer and using your employer’s Certificate of Authority/Sales Tax ID Number, you must have a notarized letter authorizing you to do so on your company’s letterhead together with a copy of the Certificate of Authority.
